Dr. Mrinal
Kanti Dutta, Pro-
fessor of Econom-
ics, Humanities and
Social Sciences De-
partment, IIT-
Guwahati attended
and said that fiscal
intervention in the
form of imposition
of taxes on tobacco
products is justified.
As of now, tobacco
products in India
are taxed at the
maximum admis-
sible rate of 28%, al-
though there is
scope to enhance
the tax rate up to a
maximum of 40%.
Dr. Nissar Ahmed
Baruah, Professor,
Department of Eco-
nomics, Gauhati
University said that
though taxation is
an effective tobacco
control measure
but taxation on to-

bacco products in In-
dia faces the criticism
that it is not adjusted
to the price inflation.
Attending the Round
Table Discussion on
Tobacco Taxation,
Dr. Mousumi Borah
Associate Professor,
Department of Eco-
nomics, Arya
Vidyapeeth College,
Guwahati suggested
that in order to con-
trol the consumption
of chewing tobacco it
needs to be sold in a
minimum pack of 50
gm or 100gm to re-
duce its affordability
along with the in-
crease of Tax rate on
tobacco. Bedabrata
Saikia, Superinten-
dent, State GST,
Assam Govt. assured

that Govt. will im-
pose as much tax as
it can on Tobacco
products as per law.
Dr. Rijo M. John, As-
sociate Professor,
Rajagiri College of
Social Sciences,
Kochi &amp; Princi-
pal Consultant
Economist, CTFK,
Washington DC said
in the Round Table
Discussion that In-
dia loses 1% of its
GDP to diseases and
early deaths from
tobacco. For every
Rs 100 received as
taxes from tobacco
products, Indian
economy loses Rs
816. Ashim Sanyal,
COO, CONSUMER
Voice, New Delhi in
his speech said that
no increase of tax for
last five years has
made tobacco prod-
ucts more affordable
and this should be
corrected immedi-
ately which will gen-
erate more revenue,
reduced consump-
tion of tobacco prod-
ucts resulting in less

health care expen-
diture for the gov-
ernment. In his wel-
come address Advo-
cate Ajoy Hazarika,
Secretary, Consum-
ers’ Legal Protection
Forum, Assam said
that In India the to-
tal effective tax bur-
den is only about
53% for cigarettes,
22% for bidis and
60% for smokeless
tobacco, whereas,
the WHO recom-
mends a tax burden
of at least 75% for all
tobacco products.
Dr. Angana Bora,
HOD, Economics
Department, Pandu
College in her clos-
ing remarks said
that tax rates on to-
bacco should be
monitored, in-
creased or adjusted
on a regular basis,
potentially annually,
taking into account
inflation and income
growth develop-
ments in order to
reduce consumption
of tobacco products.
