New Zealand's Greg
Barclay re-elected ICC

chairman

RB News  Greg Barclay has been re-elected
unopposed as ICC chairman for another two-
year term after Zimbabwe Cricket (ZC) chief
Tavengwa Mukuhlani pulled out of the con-
test. This will be the second two-year stint for
New Zealand’s Barclay, who will now be in
the position until 2024. The election assumed
significance after Mukuhlani decided to enter
the fray despite knowing Barclay enjoyed more
support from the 16-strong ballot.

India reported 734 new Covid infections in the
last 24 hours taking the tally of COVID-19
cases to 4,46,66,377, according to the Union
health ministry data updated on Sunday. The
active cases in the country dipped to 12,307.
The death toll has climbed to 5,30,531 with
three more fatalities, including one reconciled
by Kerala, the data updated at 8 am showed.
