Heramba Nathbally recognised health observance, dedi-
cated to raising awareness about the importance of safe blood and
blood products, expressing gratitude to voluntary, unpaid blood
donors, and encouraging more people to donate blood regularly.
In the contemporary healthcare system, blood transfusion services
remain one of the most indispensable medical practices, and with-
out the selfless contributions of blood donors, countless lives would
be lost.

The need for blood is universal, yet access to safe blood and
blood products remains grossly unequal across nations and com-
munities. Blood is essential in a range of medical conditions such as
complications during pregnancy and childbirth, severe trauma re-
sulting from accidents and natural disasters, major Page-8
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surgical operations,
and for patients un-
dergoing therapies
like chemotherapy
and organ trans-
plants. It also plays a
critical role in treat-
ing blood-related
disorders like thalas-
semia, haemophilia,
and various forms of
anaemia. However,
many developing
nations continue to
face enormous chal-
lenges in ensuring a
consistent and safe
supply of blood, often
due to lack of aware-
ness, inadequate in-
frastructure, and in-
sufficient numbers of
voluntary donors.
Blood shortages are
frequently reported
in hospitals, particu-
larly in emergencies,
leading to prevent-
able deaths and un-
necessary medical
complications.

World Blood
Donor Day serves as
an annual reminder
that donating blood
is an act of solidarity,
kindness, and hu-
manitarian concern.

World Blood Donor Day:
It is a simple, yet
profoundly impact-
ful, way to save hu-
man lives. Blood can-
not be artificially
manufactured, nor
substituted, and re-
mains entirely de-
pendent on dona-
tions from healthy
individuals. A single
donation has the po-
tential to save mul-
tiple lives, as do-
nated blood is typi-
cally separated into
components such as
red blood cells, plate-
lets, and plasma,
each of which may
be used for different
patients based on
medical needs.
Regular, voluntary,
and unpaid blood do-
nation is therefore
the most reliable
means of maintain-
ing a safe and suffi-
cient blood supply,
as recommended by
the World Health
O r g a n i z a t i o n
(WHO), which advo-
cates for all countries
to progressively
transition to 100
percent voluntary

blood donation sys-
tems, supported by
adequate policies,
awareness cam-
paigns, and
healthcare infra-
structure.

In a vast and
populous country
like India, the de-
mand for blood sig-
nificantly outpaces
its availability. India
faces an estimated
annual deficit of
nearly two million
units of blood ac-
cording to reports
from various0 pub-
lic health
organisations. This
shortfall often re-
sults in avoidable fa-
talities, especially
among women expe-
riencing obstetric
complications, acci-
dent victims, and pa-
tients undergoing
major surgeries. In
Assam, this chal-
lenge mirrors the
national scenario.
Despite earnest ef-
forts by the state
government and
various non- gov-
ernmental organi

sations, rural and re-
mote areas continue
to suffer from acute
blood shortages due
to logistical difficul-
ties, lack of aware-
ness, and cultural in-
hibitions. In many
cases, it is the family
members of criti-

cally ill patients who
are forced to arrange
for blood donors at
short notice, a situa-
tion that adds stress
to already traumatic
circumstances and
delays essential
treatment.
